Carlisle’s Winter Farmer’s Market 
Vendor Guidelines

All Vendors:

Saturdays on the following dates at First Religious Society’s Union Hall  from 9 am – noon.  Set up by 8:45 AM!  Vendors must let the market manager know if they are not coming no later than 6:00 pm the night before the market.  The hall will be open to vendors to setup at 8:00 am.
Season starts on Saturday, November 27, 2010.   The other dates are: December 18th, January 22nd, February 19th, March 19th, and April 16th.
Market Fees:  Adults - $60 for the season, $50 if paid in advance, or $10/day.   Children - $30 for the season, $25 if paid in advance, or $5/day.
Tables and table assignments will be provided by market managers.  All vendors must remain with their tables for the entire market.
Produce Vendors

All produce must be clean, in good condition and fresh picked.

Produce must be sold by the bunch, bag, piece, unless a state-certified scale is used.

No purchases from a wholesale company.

WIC, Elder food coupons, etc., will be accepted by participating vendors.
Food Vendors

All food must be safe for human consumption.
All baked/prepared foods must be covered for display or individually wrapped/packaged.

A list of ingredients, in order of volume, for each product is to be displayed or as part of packaging.

Product is to be sold by the bunch, bag, piece, unless a state -certified scale is used.

A certified home kitchen is suggested, but not required.

All canned items must come from a certified commercial kitchen or bottler except a residential kitchen permit from a town board of health is now acceptable for jams and jellies.
Safe food handling practices must be observed: disposable gloves, tongs, etc.

Packaging should be as ecological-minded as possible.

All vendors should follow state guidelines.
Each month 3 different vendors will be responsible for cleanup after the market.   This will include that hall, kitchen and bathroom.   A checklist and instructions will be provided. 
Parking  

Vendors are to load and unload at front of church, then move vehicles to Carlisle School parking lot across the street.  Vendors will not be permitted to park at or around the  church during business hours.
We reserve the right to ask vendors to leave if all guidelines are not followed.
